	2 scholarships of $360 each with proof of passing; annually or per exam? May be increasing to 4

	Inland Empire/Julie Rock
	Awards $270 to 2-4 annually, with proof of passing

	Orange/no confirmation
	Awards up to 3 scholarships of $100 for each of 2 exams (no confirmation for 2013)

	San Diego/Asha Bleier
	Awards $200 to 1 person for each exam with proof of passing
