SUBJECT:
AICP COMMITTEES & TASK FORCES

The American Institute of Certified Planners (AICP) Commission has several standing Committees and as-needed Task Forces.  The Committees and Task Forces perform certain charges and advise the Commission on applicable AICP maters.  Standing Committee charges are from the AICP/APA bylaws and are supplemented with specific charges that are applicable during a particular AICP President’s term.  The AICP President for 2011-12 is Anna Breinich.  Following are descriptions of the AICP Committee and Task Force charges for 2011-12.  Committees and Tasks Forces are lead by AICP Commissioners and include other appointed members to best fulfill their respective charge.   Committees and Tasks Forces are supported by AICP/APA staff, and AICP/APA staff is the best initial source to obtain information about or communicate with a Committee or Task Force. 
AICP COMMITTEES:
College of Fellows Committee: The College of Fellows Committee shall submit an annual report of its activities and a proposed budget for inclusion in the budget of the AICP Commission prior to the deadline the AICP Executive Director establishes, and shall be responsible for selecting a College of Fellows Selection Committee from among the Fellows of AICP. No Commissioner of AICP may serve on the College of Fellows Selection Committee. The College of Fellows Selection Committee shall review all nominations for designation as a Fellow of AICP. The decision the College of Fellows Selection Committee makes on a nomination shall be final. By a deadline date set by the AICP Commission, the College of Fellows Selection Committee shall propose nomination procedures and criteria for designation as a Fellow of AICP that shall automatically go into effect 46 days after this deadline unless modified or replaced by a two-thirds majority vote of the AICP Commission within 45 days of this deadline date. The Commission shall determine the frequency of selection and induction of Fellows.  

Specific charges to the Committee:

· Develop a strategy for better engagement of Fellows and timeline for implementation

· Appoint Selection Committee

· Consult with staff on 2012 induction ceremony

Ethics Committee:  The Committee shall authorize publication of Formal Advisory Rulings and adjudicate with finality all contested ethics matters under the Code of Ethics and Professional Conduct. The Committee shall advise the Commission on measures to foster adherence to the Code, shall monitor the effectiveness of the Code, and take such other actions as are identified in the Code.  

Specific charges to the Ethics Committee:

· Complete updated ethics “tool-kit” broadening to address students, divisions, topical areas 

· Develop annual themes for presentation purposes

· Assist/give guidance in developing a core ethics curriculum for use by accredited programs

Exam Committee:  The Exam Committee shall continually review and update the AICP Exam to ensure it is current, unbiased, and represents the range of planning practiced nationally.  

Specific charges to the Exam Committee:

· Evaluate successes/lessons learned from first ACS application process and testing; recommendations as needed

· Review and determine next topics for ASC, feasibility and costs associated with each (Urban Design and Sustainability as previously noted); potential timeframe for implementation

· Develop new AICP Exam questions

· If time permits, conduct a visioning session with exam developer to evaluate current testing model for AICP exam.


AICP Commissioners:  Deb Lawlor, AICP and Terry Harrington, AICP (until Terry’s Commission 
term ends)

Executive Commitee: The Executive Committee shall perform those duties required of it in matters involving membership denial appeals and shall otherwise exercise only those powers and duties of the Commission as the Commission may expressly authorize.


AICP Commissioners:  Anna Breinich, AICP; Paul Inghram, AICP; and Val Hubbard, FAICP
Membership Committee: The Committee shall advise the Commission on policies affecting the recruitment, admission and retention of members to AICP, review and comment on the proposals of other AICP committees as they affect membership and make recommendations to the Commission on the disposition of appeals of eligibility to take the AICP exam or on reinstatement.  

Specific charges to the Membership Committee:

· Promotion of AICP membership (students, young professionals emphasis)
· Promotion of Basic AICP membership (students, young professionals emphasis)
· Promotion of Advanced Specialty Certification (mid-career emphasis)
· Communicating the importance and value of AICP membership retention for mid-career planners
· Retention of AICP retirees (focus on early retirees)

TASK FORCES:

CPAT Task Force: To move the Community Planning Assistance Teams forward into an active program that will assist communities with a variety of community planning issues including social equity planning issues. 


Specific charges to the Membership Committee: 

· Work with staff to develop CPAT webinar
· Identify ways for chapters and divisions to be involved in local components of CPATs or follow-up activities
· Provide a “lessons learned” on the process.

AICP Student Project Award Jury: Reviews and selects up to 3 student projects to be awarded at annual meeting. The AICP President appoints this task force and its chair.
