Background:

Our Legislative Platform is updated biannually. A preliminary draft of the 2009-2010 Platform was distributed to Board members at our September meeting. The substantive changes from the 2007-2008 Platform address legislative changes that have occurred in the past two years (including some changes strongly advocated by APA California!) and give new prominence to planning for climate change and related issues. The section on Inclusion and Social Justice (see page 8) has been revised based on input from our Membership Inclusion Director, Michele Rodriquez. I have also added a paragraph on the state’s current fiscal crisis in the preamble and echoed that concern in several areas of the Platform. The Draft Platform was distributed to the Legislative Platform Committee for review and very few comments were received and all were integrated into this final draft.
