The 2007 legislative session concluded with the passage of a comprehensive package of bills aimed at strengthening flood protections in California.  The bill package signed by the Governor includes statutory changes that would require all cities and counties to increase consideration of flood risks in their general plans, and creates a new standard in flood protection for urban development in the Sacramento-San Joaquin region.





This workshop will provide city and county officials and staff with the opportunity to learn about and discuss components of the flood bill package that specifically impact the roles and responsibilities of cities and counties.
