AWARD POLICY REVISIONS

The Chapter Awards Program strives to recognize outstanding planning projects and individuals within the State of California.  APACA has been very successful moving State Award winners on to winning National Awards, including twenty-one (21) awards in the last five years.  This includes the four (4) national awards that will be presented to Projects and people at the 2008 National Conference in Las Vegas.  Our success can be attributed to our Section and State Awards Programs and how closely our program mirrors the National Planning Awards.

Attached are proposed revisions to the APACA Awards Program Policy.  These revisions can be placed into two categories:

1. Format, language, and clarification

2. New and deleted awards.

The attachment underlines the proposed changes.  The format and language changes are not substantive and just clarify existing policy.  The new or revised awards changes are to more closely mirror the National Planning Award categories.  The following is the proposed addition:

1) Innovation in Green Community Planning:  To an innovative plan, program, tool, or related effort that demonstrates advancement in planners’ efforts to address the serious consequences of development and everyday living on the environment (Corresponds to APA’s Innovation in Green Community Planning Award)
It is also recommended that the following awards be eliminated:
Innovative Use of Technology

Diversity Service Award

Innovative uses of technology award submittals would be best placed in the Best Practices Award category.  The other suggestion is the elimination of the Diversity Service Award category.  Someone in the Chapter who provides service to enhancing or promoting diversity should be considered in the Chapter Distinguished Service Award Category or in the Distinguished Contribution category.  In the four (4) years this category has been in the State Awards Policy, only one nomination has been submitted.
