WHAT LEGISLATION DO YOU STILL NEED TO WORRY ABOUT?

The Legislature was supposed to break for a month from July 20 to August 20, but the lack of a budget may delay that break.  However, the first policy committee deadline in the second house just passed, and a number of measures did not make it.  Any bills that did not pass the policy committees by July 13 will become two-year bills, and will not become law this year.  All two-year bills can become active in 2008 again.

Below is a full list of hot bills and their status.  A full list of bills can be viewed on the CCAPA website at www.calapa.org. The most important bills to note:

SB 303 – Ducheny – 10-Year Zoning for Housing 

This developer-sponsored bill was made into a two-year bill, but there will be meetings throughout the summer and fall to discuss a possible compromise.  CCAPA has proposed alternatives, but opposes the existing version of this very costly and complicated measure designed to require more up-front planning, zoning and CEQA imposed at the planning rather than project level.
SB 375 – Steinberg – Regional Transportation Planning/Preferred Growth Scenarios and Greenhouse Gas Reduction Strategies

This bill is now in the Assembly Appropriations Committee.  The measure includes a number of positive regional planning goals. However, it would require local general plan consistency with these new preferred growth scenarios in order to receive transportation monies, and does not specify how this new process would work with existing general plan, housing element, AB 32, regional blueprint and other local laws and responsibilities.  We have a long list of concerns with the current version of this measure.  The author is planning on meetings in the next few weeks to discuss these issues.  If CCAPA’s concerns are not worked out soon, CCAPA will take an oppose position on the measure.
SB 414 – Jones – Restrictions on Overlay Zoning and Clarification of No-Net-Loss Law
This bill is currently on the Senate floor.  CCAPA is strongly opposed to a provision in this bill that will restrict local agencies’ ability to do overlay zoning and many types of mixed use zoning.  The last amendments, applying the restrictions to both vacant and now non-vacant sites and specifying how HCD is required to determine how many housing units can be counted in the housing element on these sites, were placed in the bill by the Senate Transportation and Housing Committee.  We are asking CCAPA members to write their Senators to oppose this measure.  A copy of the CCAPA letter opposing the bill and outlining our concerns appears on the CCAPA website.  We have no objection to the clarification of no-net-loss law, but section (j) of the bill will make infill housing much more difficult to accomplish.
SB 2 – Cedillo – Zoning for Homeless Shelters and Special Needs Facilities

The author and sponsors of this measure have worked well with interested parties and we are close to an agreement.  As amended, the bill will require that cities and counties determine their need for emergency shelters, zone at least one site for homeless shelters where the use is allowed without a conditional use permit, and treat transitional and supportive housing projects as a residential use of property.  We are still working on language to allow local agencies that currently have facilities or are developing multi-agency facilities to get credit under this bill.
SB 5/AB 5/AB 70/AB 162 and DWR Flood Land Use and Flood Liability Proposals

These flood land use and liability measures are continuing to move through the process.  There is currently an ongoing attempt by the various authors to develop an agreement between the differing proposals.  CCAPA has been working with the authors as well to ensure that any flood proposals and land use requirements make sense, are funded, and give local governments enough information and time to make any needed planning and zoning changes.

ACA 8 and AB 887 – De La Torre – Eminent Domain Restrictions

These measures, sponsored by a coalition of local governments, redevelopment agencies, environmental groups and other organizations including CCAPA, are meant to provide an alternative to the more restrictive statewide ballot initiatives currently being circulated.  The bills would increase protections for both owner-occupied housing and small businesses in eminent domain proceedings.  The bills continue to move through the process, but since the Republicans are opposed to both bills, and ACA 8 needs 2/3 vote on the floor to pass, the coalition is also sponsoring a similar statewide ballot initiative.
AB 1066 – Laird – Sea Level Rise Information in General Plan Guidelines
AB 1066 has been amended to require OPR in the General Plan Guidelines to develop information and strategies for local governments to use in addressing sea level rise.  Originally, the measure would have imposed a mandate that cities and counties address sea level rise in their general plans.  As amended to provide assistance rather than a mandate, CCAPA is in support of the measure.

AB 1256 – Caballero and AB 1449 – Saldana  – Density Bonus Streamlining

These measures are two-year bills.  We hope to have meetings this fall to simplify this very complicated density bonus law.

Bond Allocation and Criteria Bills

There are a number of bond bills that are still moving through the process that will provide the criteria to be used in allocating various pots of bond funds that will be used to pay for housing infrastructure and planning, to transportation and flood projects.  The actual allocation will be made through the budget, which has yet to be completed.  And, each house has its own measures that must be reconciled.  We’ll keep you posted.
