Because there is a waiting list to attend the conference you could forfeit your registration if it is not received prior to arrival. The Conference Office and Registration Office will close on 10/26 at 5 pm.

· Our conference cancellation policy clearly states that there are No Cancellations with Refunds accepted after the deadline of

   9/14/05. You may however, replace your registration with 

   someone else from your company.

· All meals are included in your full conference registration unless otherwise noted for one-day registrations. 

· If you need to buy additional meal tickets or Mobile Workshop tickets they will be available on a space available basis at Conference Registration at the Garden Terrace Room at the Yosemite Lodge at the Falls.  Note: All meals are buffets including the Receptions on Sunday, Monday and Tuesday and will not require that you buy dinner afterwards.  There are limited restaurants open at each facility and most close by 10:00 pm.  Please check with your facility for this information.

· Conference Registration Opens on Sunday, October 30, 2005 from 

   12 Noon-6:30 pm in the Garden Terrace at The Yosemite Lodge at

   the Falls.

· Exhibitors can drop off their exhibit booth materials from 4:00 - 6:30 pm.  All exhibitors must ship their booths through TriCord Tradeshows as the facilities have limited space and should.  

· Bring copy of confirmation at your lodging facility. Go to   www.mapquest.com and print out directions to your lodging facility. Check your lodging facilities website for check-in hours as most of the facilities begin check-in at 4 pm. 

· The Park Service requires all vehicles to carry chains during

   Fall & Winter Season, please keep them in your trunk at all times

· This is Bear Season!  Empty your car of all trash and food

   BEFORE entering the Park and again before check-in. It’s True!

   Bears will find the food if it is there!

· There is a $20 Park Entrance Fee for all vehicles entering the

   Park. This pass lasts for one week with in & out privileges.
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· For those attendees staying at Wawona Lodge, there will be shuttle transportation Sunday, Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday mornings at 6:30 am and then again to leave the receptions at 9:00 pm Sunday, Monday, Tuesday.  There is no shuttle or time to go back to Wawona during the day.  If you are driving your own car remember that this is a 50-minute drive to Yosemite Valley one-way.

· For those attendees staying outside the park at the Yosemite View Lodge in El Portal, the conference facilities are about 8.5 miles and a short 20 minutes away.  Carpooling is suggested as about 100+ conference attendees are staying at the Yosemite View Lodge in El Portal.  The Yards also runs to Yosemite Valley, however this time of year it also returns before the Receptions begin.

· Attire at this year's conference is CASUAL. Jeans are permitted and pack warm clothing and comfortable shoes. Monday's Consultant's Reception on Halloween is Costume Optional. If you plan on dining in the Ahwahnee Dining Room for dinner anytime during your stay, gentlemen are required to wear a suit jacket. No jeans are permitted in the Ahwahnee Dining Room during evening dining hours.

· No children under the age of 21 will be permitted at the CCAPA functions serving alcohol.  There is Child Care available with advance reservations required - please check the calapa.org website for information.  Also, there is Trick or Treat available in Yosemite Village on Halloween.

· Shuttle Transpiration will be provided continuously throughout the conference to all sessions and meal functions.  Please check your Final Conference-at-a-Glance schedule for shuttle hours.  The Yosemite Valley Shuttle also runs continuously if you miss a CCAPA shuttle. If you require an ADA shuttle, please take the Yosemite Valley Shuttle, as they are ADA accessible.

· All meeting rooms except the Tresidder, Tudor and Colonial at the Ahwahnee Hotel are ADA accessible

· Cellphone and Computers do not function well in most areas of Yosemite.  The Curry Village has no access.  Yosemite Lodge at the Falls and The Ahwahnee has some access.  Please check with them directly for this availability and bring a phone card with you.
